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The October Dinner z Looking Back At World War |

2014 marks the centennial of the beginning of World War I. The war redrew the map of
the world and set the stage for the conflicts of the 20th century. Indeed, many historians argue
that the 20th century really began with World War |, so radically did it change not only world
affairs but humanity's outlook. A small group of Mensans and friends met at our October dinner
and discussed the causes, events, and consequences of the Great War.

Thousands of books have been written about the Great War, including many in the past
year commemorating its anniversary. One of the things that makes the beginnings of the war
difficult to discuss, as one Mensan noted, is that many of the pertinent documents of leaders
were destroyed. In 1962, however, German historian Fritz Fischer went through Imperial
German archives and found documents shedding more light on Germany's aims. Fischer
published his findings in a book that placed more responsibilty on Germany for World War | and
changed many historians' thinking.

THE PSYCHOLOGY AND STRATEGY OF WAR

Some basic questions we considered were why the Europeans had stumbled into war
and why they thought the war would be over quickly. Why in 1914, when Europe had avoided a
continental war for a century and a war between major powers for two generations? People
often say that the war was unexpected, but as one Mensan said, all the major European nations
had el aborate battle plans, in the Germanos
as we acknowledged, had not only planned for war, but felt it was inevitable.

One person discussed the German psychology on the eve of the war and found it
perplexing. He said that most of the world saw Germany as almost England's equal in Europe
because of its growing economy and military. But the Germans thought their situation was
getting worse. They believed that they were being encircled by the Triple Entente of England,

as

France, and Russia. They feared Russiaobds | arge

its campaign to become the leader of hordes of Slavic peoples. Most of all, Germany feared a
war on two fronts - with Russia in eastern Europe and with France and England in western
Europe. But their invasion of France turned their fear into a reality, and their failure to defeat the
French quickly made a long continental war a virtual certainty.

We often hear George Santayana's adage, "Those who fail to learn from the past are
doomed to repeat it." But the strategists in World War | thought they had learned from the past
that modern technological war was short and swift. The Germans looked at their quick triumphs
in the Prussian-Austrian war of 1863 and the Franco-Prussian War of 1871 and thought that they
could do the same in 1914. Moreover, the Russian-Japanese War of 1904 had lasted but 18
months. The Germans and the European powers in general simply believed that modern
technology made protracted war unlikely.
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One Mensan brought out that the Germans were heavily influenced by the great U.S.
naval strategist and historian Admiral Alfred Thayer Mahan and his classic 1890 book The
Influence of Sea Power Upon History. Mahan argued that naval power was vital in peacetime to
prot ect trade and decisive in war to prevent
thinking to heart and, in the generation before World War 1, built up their navy to challenge the
British Royal Navyos command of termany deeekzed
submarines that Mahan did not dream of, I ts
and remained in its home waters for most of the war. Ironically, Mahan died in December, 1914.

NEW WEAPONS OF WAR

Almost everyone mentioned some of the technological inventions that revolutionized the
combat 1 the machine gun, lighter artillery, the railroad, the tank, the airplane, the dreadnought
battleship, the submarine, and poison gas. Some of the inventions were not new but had been
vastly improved since the last war. The railroads, for instance, had been operating for several
decades, but Europeans had greatly extended their rail networks since the Franco-Prussian War
of 1871. The railroads, one engineer emphasized, enabled the warring powers to move
hundreds-of-thousands of troops rapidly to the battlefront. Here the Germans had an advantage,
particularly over the Russians, whose rail system was incomplete and not uniform in width.

While the Europeans had many new inventions to wage war with, there were sometimes
problems just supplying the soldiers with weaponry. Someone brought out that all the countries
in the war except Germany suffered shortages of artillery. The Russians army in particular was
ill-equipped at the beginning of the war, with one-third of their soldiers lacking rifles. The Allies,
meanwhile, did their best to keep crucial supplies from reaching Germany.

The Germans had to struggle to keep their economy and military running. One Mensan
emphasized the ingenuity of the German chemical industry, which was the most advanced in the
world. She related that before the war, the German chemist Fritz Haber had developed a way for
German manufacturers to produce nitrogen for fertilizer. Then in World War I, German industry
usedHaber 6 s pr ocess t oloaged aminorcador explosive®. German chemists
were also able to synthesize several substitutes for rubber, gunpowder, and some other
materials that were important to the war effort but difficult to obtain because of the British Royal
Navyods bl ockade and minefields.

The most terrifying new weapon of World War | was poison gas. As a few Mensans
noted, using poison gas was actually problematic because the aggressors had to worry about
which way the wind was blowing to avoid themselves becoming victims of their poison. But even
if there was no wind, the poison gas created a temporary no-man's land which the attackers
could not advance into. Nonetheless, both the Allies and the Central Powers progressively
improved their poison gases during the war, making them lethal.

One question we discussed was whether the war became stalemated because the
defensive weapons had outpaced the offensive weapons. It seemed that way with the machine
gun, for instance, whose rapid-fire allowed small groups well-positioned defenders to hold off
large numbers of attackers. But while war on the western front soon became trench warfare, on
the eastern front, the combatants moved back and forth. Perhaps, one person suggested, it was
just that the competing armies were evenly matched.
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BLOCKADES, SUBMARINES, AND AMERICANS

Many say that the Germans blundered by resuming submarine attacks on civilian ships in
1917, particularly the ships of neutral parties, a tactic which drew the American into the war. But
someone noted that the Germans felt they had little choice because the British blockade was
hurting them so badly and the British were sending military supplies on civilian ships. One
Mensan emphasized the suffering the British blockade caused the German people and added a
personal note. She remembered her grandmother telling her how the Germans harnessed
women in the fields to grow food because the men were fighting in the war, the British Navy was
preventing food from reaching German ports, and the Germans gave priority to feeding their
armed forces first. Historians estimate that more than 400,000 Germans died from malnutrition
during and immediately after the war.

The Mensans at our dinner thought it was surprising how much the Germans achieved in
the war given that they were outnumbered and hampered by the weakness of their Austrian ally.
Yet they nearly defeated France in the first six weeks, drove the Russians out of the war in 1917,
and almost won the war in 1917. But the Germans grew weary and could not withstand the entry
of one-million fresh American troops.

Could World War 1 have been avoided? One person mentioned English historian Niall
Ferguson's view in his book The Pity of War that a world war might have been avoided if
England, and the U.S., had just stayed out of it. Ferguson surmised that Germany would have
exercised a benign dominance on the continent and established a European union. The world
would have avoided the rise of dictators like Stalin, Hitler, and Mussolini. But one of the
participants in our discussion said that even if the European powers had avoided war in mid-
1914, they probably would have clashed sooner or later. He cited the conflict between the
Greeks and Turks as just one struggle that could have eventually triggered a major war.

There were many other aspects of the war, especially the consequences, which we didn't have
nearly enough time to discuss.

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Answers to the November 2014 Chronicle Questions:

2. About what percentage of Fairfield County's (CT) land area is forest?

Answer: According to the U.S. Department of Agriculture, 37% of Fairfield County is forest,
which is the lowest percentage of forest of Connecticut's 8 counties. New Haven County has the
second lowest percentage, 47% forest, and Hartford County is next, with 53% forest. Litchfield
County has the highest percentage of forest land, 75%.

4. What percentage of sunlight does snow reflect? Sand? Water?

Answer: Newly-fallen snow reflects 80% - 90% of sunlight. Desert sand reflects about 40% The
sunlight reflected from liquid water varies greatly depending on the angle of the sun. When the
sun is directly overhead, water reflects only 3% to 5%, while at a very low angle, water reflects
almost all the sunlight. On average, the earth reflects about 30% of sunlight.

6. How much did the plane the Wright brothers flew at Kitty Hawk weigh?

Answer: The plane that the Wright brothers successfully flew at Kitty Hawk, North Carolina, on
Dec. 17, 1903 weighed 274 kg. (605 Ibs.) empty. It was 6.43 meters (21.1 ft.) long and 2.74
meters (9 ft.) high. Its wingspan was 12.31 meters (40 ft., 4 in.). It reached a maximum speed of
48 km//hr. (30 mph). On the first successful flight, at 103:35, Orville Wright, who weighed 145
Ibs., flew the plane about 36.5 m. (120 ft.). On the fourth and final flight that day, at noon, Wilbur
flew the plan about 61 m. (about 200 ft.) for almost a minute.

8. What were the highest scoring and lowest scoring seasons in the NFL
(NationalFootball League), as measured by points per game, since 19607?

Answer: The highest scoring NFL season ever was last year's season, 2013, where each team
average 23.4 points per game. The lowest scoring season since 1960 was 1977, when teams
averaged only 17.2 points a game. There were, however, nine seasons in the 1930s and 1940s,
before the forward pass became common, that NFL games were lower scoring.
